Below is a list of five themes for your mask assignment. You are to select one and create a mask in that category using the press or drape mold techniques.

1. The me I’d like to be- This piece would show characteristics or interests about you.

2. A ritual or event from my culture- This might include contemporary rituals such as pre-game pep rally, prom, hunting, wedding, holiday or funeral, or Pow Wow or Day of the dead

3. Hero figures in my culture_ Included in this category might be symbols of sports, law enforcement, entertainment, religion or politics

4. A view of my culture- Create a mask that shows a typical individual from your present surroundings. Could also just represent our symbols of our culture.
5. Reaching out of the past- Create a mask using imagery that relates to a person from the past, a relative, historical figure, mythological figure to who you relate, or a culture that you relate to or find interest in.

Graded: 

1. Does the mask and the written reflection fit within the focus of the category? Is the mask effective in conveying the theme and expression selected?

2. Technical skill in production of the mask. Includes construction, paint, glaze, and added items.
3. Use of the Design Principles: balance, contrast, unity, rhythm, emphasis, pattern and the elements of design: line, shape, texture, color, value, form, space. Purposeful use will help convey your message.
